WDFW News 

Recreational salmon fishing seasons tentatively set for 2026-2027 
 
Anglers in Washington can expect similar recreational salmon fisheries in 2026-2027 compared to last season, 
with additional opportunities and some Puget Sound summer Chinook seasons shorter in duration, Washington 
Department of Fish and Wildlife (WDFW) fishery managers announced today. https://wdfw.wa.gov/fishing/
management/north-falcon/summaries hosts the links to the proposals which will be finalized by rule in mid-late 
June. 
 
Electronic Catch Record Cards on tap for 2026 
 
Fishing for salmon, steelhead, halibut, sturgeon, or Puget Sound Dungeness crab? There’s a new way to report 
your catch: electronic catch record cards (eCRCs). Available through the MyWDFW and Fish Washing-
ton® mobile applications, eCRCs offer recreational anglers and crabbers a faster, easier way to record and re-
port catch using a mobile device. eCRCs are an optional alternative to paper reporting for those who opt in 
as Washington mobile licensing customers. 
 
Still want to use paper? No problem. WDFW still offers paper reporting options for anglers who prefer it, but 
paper licenses and catch record cards will look different this license year compared to in the past. Check https://

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FLY OF THE MONTH 
 

 Krókurinn         May 2026      Gylfi Kristjánsson 

Hook:  Ahrex  FW540 or equivalent, size 12-18, 12 is the most popular.  
Bead: Copper colored, in appropriate size for the hook 
Thread: Veevus 10/0 Black  
Tail: 6-8 pheasant tail fibers, natural  
Hot Spot: Red antron dubbing  
Body: Vinyl rib - Nymph black  

 

 
 
Tie in your thread behind the bead, advancing to about where the barb would be. Re-
turn to the bead, then tie in the pheasant tail fibers on top of the hook, tying them down 
nearly to the apex of the hook bend. Note the pheasant tail fibers are longer than you 
might otherwise tie. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Return the fly to about where the barb point would be.  Dub about 3 wraps of dubbing 
for a hotspot. In the original pattern a short piece of dubbing brush is used. Red is 
common, so is black. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Tie in vinyl rib body material. Black is traditional, also dark green. Tie in the rib at the 
back next to the dubbing. Wrap thread to the bead forming a tapered body. Wrap the 
vinyl rib material up to the bead, oval side up.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Build a thread collar to secure the bead and smooth the transition to the head. Whip 
finish, and glue the collar.

Gylfi Kristjánsson tied this fly to be a realistic, durable imitation of the midge pupae in Icelandic waters. It use has spread 
wherever char or trout are pursued, though in Iceland it is considered a must-have pattern in lakes or streams for char. It’ll 
be quite familiar to the chironomid angler here, and in larger sizes should provide some caddis action in later times of the 
year. Vary the hotspot color and the color of the ribbing to your heart’s content. This one seems to work at Coffeepot.  An
